In his solo exhibition, Apostolos Kotoulas presents his
conceptual installation in the Cryptoporticus of the Roman
Forum of Thessaloniki, under the general title Mirrors.
Twenty two artistic works of the artist that are presented for
the first time, structure and recount a narration which is
characterized by its transcendent characteristics. Each of
these universal and diachronic words-concepts,

that are depicted in artworks, are framed by a

mirror. Reference is made not only to the mirror as

a material, but also as a continuance of the transcending
condition created by Kotoulas’ conceptual installation.
